An error was discovered in the GASP-East files distributed from February 22nd through March 3rd, 2010.  You have received this communication in order to describe the error and the remedy.  

Source of Error:
Instead of distributing the proper GASP-East files generated from GOES-12, test files were distributed based on testing that is underway with the new GOES-13.  The GOES-13 test data were generated using some surrogate data, so those data should be discarded entirely.  
Period of Impact:
February 22nd through March 3rd, 2010

Impacted Products:
All GASP-East files and images were impacted during the period of impact.  These related products were unaffected by the error:  GASP-West, ASDTA Smoke-East, and ASDTA Smoke-West.  
Distribution Outlet:
