Subject: Changes to GOES Aerosol and Smoke Product (GASP) Data Dimensions

This document describes the changes made to the GOES Aerosol and Smoke Product (GASP) Data Dimensions.
Reason for Change: When GOES-13 was switched back on October 18, 2012 after an anomalous shutdown, the upper-left coordinates of the image sector in the McIDAS-X Image coordinates changed. Thus, the original GASP reference files, which include dimensions, latitude and longitude, land cover, surface elevation etc., will not work for new GOES-13 Imager data.     

A set of new reference files has been generated based on new data characteristics. 
New Dimensions: The new data dimensions are (2126 X 880). The 2126 is for the direction from West to East, 880 is for the direction from South to North. Correspondingly, the dimensions of the GASP reference files have changed.  Please note  that, compared to the old system (before September 24, 2012), not only dimension numbers have changed, but also the location (latitude and longitude) for each pixel has changed.
